In addition, if you intend to publicize your animal experiments or laboratory
animals in public relations media (e.g., magazines, booklets, posters, TV, video
websites, and websites for the general public other than academic journals), please
give careful consideration to the content of the publicity.

If your department intends to exhibit animals or to publicize them in the media,
please consult with the Support Center for Laboratory Animal and Gene

Researches in advance and let everyone know.
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Please refer to the attached notice "Observation of Animal Experiments (To all
persons responsible for conducting the observation)" for details on the rules for

allowing visitors to observe animal experiments.
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*We ask that you share this information not only with faculty, staff, and the section
in charge of animal experiments who conduct animal experiments, but also with
those in charge of the open campus (e.g., the Educational Affairs Section) and

disseminate it along with related information so that no omissions occur.

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(1) The protocol of the experiment must have already been approved by the

President.
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(2) Obtain the prior consent of the person in charge (e.g., facility manager) of the
facility where the visit will take place (e.g., facility for care and management, or

laboratory).

(3) Before visiting, give a brief lecture on the purpose, ethics, and animal welfare
regarding Visiting Animal Experiments. Also, explain that the visitor may

cancel the visiting at any time of his/her own free will.
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(4) Visitors are not allowed to touch live animals.
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(5) Be careful not to compromise the primacy of your research (originality and
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innovation).
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(6) Video recording and photography are prohibited.
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(7) Some people are negative about animal experiments, so please be very careful

not to create a situation that could jeopardize the research safety environment.
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- Visiting only the facilities (facility for care and management, or laboratory)
should also be conducted in accordance with the above.
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-In cases where the above considerations are not feasible, or in cases of coverage by
the media, etc., please consult with the Support Center for Laboratory Animal

and Gene Researches, in advance.
