When exhibiting animals at venues open to the general public, such as during an
Open Campus, please be advised that prior approval of the animal experiment
protocol (educational training protocol) is required. Furthermore, the exhibition site
must be officially approved as a designated animal care and management facility or

laboratory.

If you plan to feature animal experiments or laboratory animals in public relations
media (e.g., magazines, brochures, posters, television, video platforms, or websites
intended for the general public), please exercise the utmost care regarding the

sensitivity of the content.

Please inform all relevant personnel to consult with the Support Center for
Laboratory Animal and Gene Researches in advance regarding such animal

exhibits or media disclosures.

For specific rules regarding visitor observations of animal experiments, please refer
to the attached document, "Guidelines for Observing Animal Experiments (For

Supervisors and Organizers)".

Note: Please ensure this information is shared not only with faculty and staff
directly involved in animal experiments but also with Open Campus organizers

(such as the Educational Affairs Section) to prevent any procedural omissions.

Attachment: Guidelines for Observing Animal Experiments

To: Supervisors and Organizers of Observation Tours

The following protocols must be observed when allowing visitors to observe animal

experiments at this university:

1. Approval Status: The protocol for the experiment to be observed must have

already been approved by the President.

2. Facility Consent: Prior consent must be obtained from the manager or
person in charge of the facility (care facility or laboratory) where the

observation will take place.

3. Pre-observation Briefing: Before the observation begins, provide a brief
briefing on the purpose of the research, ethics, and animal welfare. It must
be clearly explained that visitors may opt out or leave at any time of their

own free will.

4. No Physical Contact: Visitors are strictly prohibited from touching live

animals.

5. Research Priority: Exercise caution to ensure that the priority, originality,

and innovation of the research are not compromised.

6. Recording Ban: Video recording and photography are strictly prohibited.

7. Safety and Security: Be mindful that some individuals may have negative
views on animal experimentation. Please take necessary precautions to
prevent any incidents that could jeopardize the safety of the research

environment.

8. Facility Tours: Tours that only involve visiting the facilities (without

observing active experiments) must also adhere to the guidelines above.

If any of the above considerations are difficult to fulfill, or in the event of media



coverage, please consult the Support Center for Laboratory Animal and Gene

Researches in advance.
